Covid control measures in place at the school have
been reviewed and the school risk assessment
updated and will be robustly followed and enforced.

All CEV pupils are now able to attend school unless
they are one of the very small number of pupils under
paediatric or other specialist care and have been
advised by their GP or clinician not to attend.

Statutory testing and maintenance, such as water
hygiene testing/flushing, lifts, gas supply/safety, fire
alarm system, emergency lighting, fixed electrical
installation, play/sporting equipment are maintained as
normal.

Fire doors are always operational and fire evacuation
procedures have been reviewed and allow for social
distancing as appropriate. A fire drill is planned [roll call
lists updated/each class or cohorted group should stay
together (where possible) and be assigned
predetermined evacuation points which are sufficiently
distanced from other groups - ‘walk throughs’ may be
considered as an alternative so cohorted groups don’t
mix during evacuation but children must be familiar
with sound of the evacuation alarm and be able to
respond to it]. In an emergency situation, a full
evacuation will take place as usual.

We have recorded our own arrangements for
ventilating specific areas/spaces in our bubble specific
RAs and shared this with staff. Due regard is to be
given to the information on how best to maintain
ventilation in the H&S FAQ document, CIBSE -
Ventilation Guidance and the latest government

quidance for schools

We follow the General principles when using natural
ventilation which include opening windows. In cooler
weather windows are to be opened just enough to
provide constant background ventilation, and opened
more fully when unoccupied to purge the air in the
space (e.g. between classes, during break and lunch).
Rooms should, where possible, be fully ventilated for at
least 15 minutes prior to and following use.

Opening internal doors and corridor skylights also
assists with creating a throughput of air. If necessary
we will consider using external opening doors (as long
as they are not fire doors and where safe to do so)

All windows opened high level windows in preference
to low level to reduce draughts

Seating arranged as far as possible to avoid direct
drafts.

Mechanical ventilation/heating systems are maintained
in accordance with the manufacturers
recommendations. Fan heating system had been
services cleaned and filters changed to ensure it is
safe to use with appropriate ventilation in place from
end of Spring 1

No rooms with inadequate
ventilation are being used

Occupied rooms with no ventilation -
their use should be avoided.

Consider installation of window fans
to provide natural ventilation.

Ceiling fans/portable fans can be
used to aid air flow where there are
stagnant air pockets in rooms.

The arrangements in the Covid19 risk assessment are
monitored by HT and the governors and kept under
review.

The individual Risk Assessments in place for those
staff who are *'clinically extremely vulnerable’ (see
section on p2) (CEV), ‘clinically vulnerable’ (CV),
pregnant or from a BAME background have been
reviewed and reasonable adjustments made to their
role to reduce the risk of transmission. Where the risk
cannot be adequately reduced, these staff should be
supported to work from home. In particular, women
over 28 weeks pregnant should be supported to work

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from home as it is unlikely that most roles within
schools can accommodate strict social distancing. This
may also need to be considered for staff from a BAME
background, depending on their risk assessment.

Outside of this time, their job role and activities have
been reviewed to ensure they can work remotely or are
able to socially distance from others. An individual risk
assessment is in place for each staff member
recording the details of their medical condition and
what reasonable adjustments have been made to their
job role prior to the staff member returning to school.
Advice is sought from the school’s own
HR/Occupational Health provider where necessary and
always for staff who have previously been shielding.

Staffing levels are reviewed to ensure adequate levels
are in place at all times.

Children

Children in clinically vulnerable and clinically extremely
vulnerable health cateqories (as defined by PHE

quidance)

Most children originally identified as ‘clinically
extremely vulnerable’ (CEV) no longer need to follow
shielding advice as more evidence has emerged that
shows there is a very low risk of children becoming
very unwell from COVID-19, even for children with
existing health conditions. Those children whose
doctors have confirmed they are still required to shield
(see also p2) are not attending school and appropriate

Pregnant workers model risk
assessment (to be completed in
conjunction with the above
assessment for vulnerable staff).

[Schools should be aware that
pregnant women from 28 weeks’
gestation, or with underlying health
conditions at any gestation, may be
at greater risk of severe illness from
coronavirus (COVID-19).]

BAME risk assessment

Head teachers/Senior managers are
to ask staff to update them
immediately if their situation
changes.

The potential risks from COVID-19 to
children and young people who have
an EHCP/additional educational
support needs must be assessed in
light of individual circumstances
including any underlying health
conditions. This must be on an
individual basis with advice from an
appropriate health professional
where required. Assessments are in
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arrangements have been made so that education can
continue at home.

Outside of these times, for those pupils in the CEV
category, an individual risk assessment has been
carried out in consultation with the child’s parents and
the relevant healthcare professional(s). Advice from
health professionals/GP involved in the child’s care is
essential in these circumstances. Individual
Healthcare Plans for all pupils are checked to ensure
they are up to date and include advice from the
relevant health professional, where appropriate [see
also model risk assessment for CV/CEV pupils]

Children who live with someone who is clinically
extremely vulnerable, but who are not clinically
extremely vulnerable themselves, should still attend
school.

All Visitors/Contractors

External visits are restricted to those that are
absolutely necessary (this would include essential
maintenance required). Where possible these are
arranged to avoid visiting during the school day, with
contractor activities taking place outside of normal
school hours. Contractors will not be allowed access
without prior appointmentand only for essential
activities.

Visitor contact information is retained for 21 days to
support the NHS test and trace programme (Visitor

writing and existing assessments
may be updated. Staff to be
consulted/trained on any resultant
measures to be infroduced.

Staff communicate to children regarding social
distancing / personal hygiene etc. Government
guidance on Schools: coronavirus operational
quidance is followed. Key issues include:

Anyone displaying any symptoms of coronavirus are
not permitted on the premises.

Social distancing of 2m is applied throughout the
school where possible (specific school/task risk
assessments should be amended as appropriate).

Seating/desk arrangements have been identified in
offices, i.e workstations are socially distanced, & space
has been allocated around equipment, such as
printers.

Reception/waiting areas are marked to identify social
distancing and a process is in place for handling
essential visitors to the site, for example, visitor passes

and PPE and not to attend school if
displaying symptoms of COVID19.

Notices and information displayed in
school.

The location of items (e.g. signage,
hand sanitiser stations, lidded bins in
classrooms and in other key
locations) is reviewed and cited with
regard to site specific circumstances
to ensure ease of use. - see pod
specific RAs and Plan for September
opening

Posters displayed around school and
markings on pathways to guide
parents (2m social distancing)
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and electronic sign-in devices are wiped down with
disinfectant.

Pupils clean their hands regularly, including when they
arrive at school, return from breaks, change rooms,
before and after eating, after sneezing or coughing.
Washing hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with soap
and water and or use of alcohol hand rub or sanitiser.

Ensuring good respiratory hygiene - promote the ‘catch
it, bin it, kill it approach. Disposable tissues are
provided along with lidded bins for used tissues and
other waste. This waste is bagged and disposed of.
Face coverings are worn when required under national
or local rules or where use has been risk assessed as
being required [see separate model risk assessment
on use of face coverings [add link to school specific
assessment or record decision/arrangements here].
Arrangements have been put in place for safe
disposal/storage of face coverings if worn - disposable
masks to be put into a bin bag in a lidded bin, reusable
covering to be placed by the pupil into a bag to take
home.

Minimising contact and mixing by altering, as much as
possible, the environment (such as classroom layout)
and timetables.

Group sizes are kept as small and
consistent, as possible, taking into account delivery of
the curriculum, and are detailed below (enter school
specific detail; the following is given as guidance):

Social Distancing
e Social distancing policy

As the school is fully open to all year groups, it is
accepted that social distancing cannot always be
achieved (especially for younger children).
However, it should be applied wherever possible.
For older children and staff this is more
achievable and should be more robustly
implemented. The general arrangements below
have been put in place to mitigate the risk where
distancing cannot always be achieved.

General arrangements

e Pupils taught to adopt good hand and
respiratory hygiene, to maintain suitable

distancing (where possible) and to report if they

are unwell.

Staff explicitly supervise health and hand hygiene
arrangements for younger children and those with
additional needs. Measures are in place to ensure
more independent older pupils are following good
hygiene practices.

If the provision is taking place
indoors and it is not possible to group
children in the same bubble as they
are in during the school day,
providers should try to keep them in
consistent groups of no more than 15
children and at least one staff
member.

Activities taking place outdoors can
happen in groups of any number.

Staff informally monitor for presence of
symptoms.

Regular cleaning initiated (see below).

Where possible the same teaching staff work
with the same groups

Where possible, the same groups are taught in
the same classrooms or where this isn’t
possible, larger bubble groups are assigned
‘zones’ within the building. This limits the
amount of movement around the school and
potential contact with other groups.

Where possible the same desks are used by
the same pupils each day and desks are front
facing, with pupils sat side by side rather than
face to face. Circular tables have been taken
out of use.

Timetabling has been reviewed to stagger
school activities (PE, Outdoor Learning,
assemblies, break times, lunch, pick up/drop
off) to reduce movements and incidence of
group mixing, including parents.

Equipment use has been revised and measures
to prevent simultaneous (as well as cleaning,
below) use and reduce consecutive use have
been introduced.

The ability to clean equipment used in the
delivery of therapies, for example,
physiotherapy equipment or sensory equipment

Access rooms directly from outside
where possible.

No sharing of stationery etc.

e Inter-school activities are suspended.

PE activities are carried out in line
with local and national restrictions -
refer to ‘Physical Activity in Schools’
section of Schools: coronavirus
operational guidance (which
signposts to all relevant other
publications).

e Ventilation is maximised in accordance with
the arrangements stated above.

e |Work with external coaches, clubs and
organisations for curricular activities are
subject to specific risk assessment to
confirm that arrangements are safe and
appropriate.

Extra-curricular activities (i.e. before and after school
clubs) are reviewed and only proceed where; a) it is
necessary to support parents with work related activity,
training/education or for the purpose of provision of
respite care, and b) risk assessment confirms that
arrangements are safe and appropriate.

Indoor competition between different
schools can take place from 12 April.

toilets, light switches, bannisters, play equipment etc.

Steps are taken to limit resources that are taken home
by staff and pupils. Marking policies have been
reviewed with emphasis on the use of visualisers, self-
marking and verbal feedback. Staff wash hands if
handling pupils homework/books.

A review has been undertaken to remove soft
furnishings, soft toys and toys/equipment that are hard
fo clean (such as those with intricate parts).

Classrooms are cleaned daily. Where classrooms are
shared (practical lessons), the room and equipment is
cleaned between different group use. Bins for tissues
are emptied throughout the day. Rooms are well
ventilated with windows being kept open where
possible. Where doors are propped open to aid
ventilation, these are in line with fire safety and
safeguarding requirements.

Where there is a suspected or confirmed case of
COVID-19 within the school, the school procedure for
dealing with this scenario is implemented, which
incorporates the PHE guidance on ‘cleaning and
waste’ (ensure cleaning products used comply with this
guidance). Staff wear disposable gloves and aprons
as a minimum. Hands are washed with soap and water
for 20 seconds when all PPE is removed.
